Alleluia Panis $10,000 
Project Summary 
Presented by APICC, choreographer Alleluia Panis will create Balyan-She Who Can See, an allegorical dance 
theater of creative non-fiction performed to Ron Quesada's soundscore and Peggy Peralta's video images. The 
work is inspired by the experiences of• a third generation Pilipino American, Salima Cruz* and her difficult journey 
into her acceptance of responsibility as a balyan or "she who communes with ancestral spirits." 
(*not her real name) 

Byb Chanel Bibene $5,000 
Project Summary 
Taboo and Heroes is multi-media work that addresses the reality and consequences of violence and corruption 
through the specific experience of the wars that overtook the Republic of Congo in the late 1990’s. In this piece, the 
choreographer Byb Chanel Bibene narrates his personal experiences, as a survival. 

Christy Funsch $10,000 
Project Summary 
Gretel Grrls is a full-length duet disguised as a group work with a punk rock sensibility lightened with cartoon 
sweetness and sense of philosophical play. Gretel Grrls features Nol Simonse and Christy Funsch as Hansel and 
Gretelon an epic adventure filled with trials and rebounds. Dance Brigade's Grrrl Brigade accompanies the duo's 
tribulations, in collaboration with the San Francisco Girls Chorus. Gretel Grrls will run at Dance Mission Theater
