Proposal:
Amend Section 17206.1 of the Business and Professions Code to require an additional civil penalty where the act of unfair competition is perpetrated against a minor residing in a substandard building at the time of violation.

Currently, Section 17206.1 of the Business and Professions Code allows an additional civil penalty for each violation of unfair competition that is perpetrated against senior citizens or disabled persons.  The Code Enforcement Team files habitability complainst against property owners as an act of unfair competition  pursuant to Section 17206.
