RESOLUTION COMMENDING THE INTERNATIONAL HUMAN RIGHTS DAY CELEBRATION AND THE CONTINUING CAMPAIGN TO ENSURE THE RIGHT OF ALL WORKERS TO FORM LABOR UNIONS 

WHEREAS; On December 10, 1948 the United Nations "adopted and proclaimed the Universal Declaration of Human Rights"; and, 

WHEREAS; Article 23 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights states that "Everyone has the right to form and to join trade unions for the protection of his interests"; and, 

WHEREAS; The National Labor Relations Act of 1935 gives employees the right to "to form, join, or assist labor organizations"; and, 

WHEREAS; As a result of the hard work and determination of workers and their advocates, many people around the world are openly and freely participating in labor unions; and, 

WHEREAS; According to Cornell University research, ninety-two percent of employers force workers to sit in on meetings and listen to anti-union propaganda when an employee considers joining a labor union, in addition seventy-five percent hire outside consultants to run anti-union campaigns; and, 

WHEREAS; On the anniversary of the adoption of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, December 10, 2003, the American Federation of Labor- Congress of Industrial Organizations (AFL-CIO) will be celebrating International Human Rights Day and mobilizing to stop intimidation of labor union organizers and members; and, 

WHEREAS; The Youth Commission has supported the rights of young workers and investigated the issue through a hearing held on May 1, 2003,  in partnership with the Youth Worker Project and believes that it is necessary continue to protect the right of our constituents and of all people to form, join, and promote labor unions, now therefore be it 

RESOLVED; As representatives of the youth of San Francisco, who are currently and increasingly becoming a sizable portion of the work force, we, the San Francisco Youth Commission commends the International Human Rights Day Celebration and the continuing campaign to ensure the rights of all workers to form labor unions without fear of intimidation
