Modification to Selection Process for new Subway Project Opportunities
BACKGROUND

At the May 2012 Visual Arts Committee, I presented the Detailed Public Art Project Outline for the following projects: Chinatown Station – Crosscut Cavern Wall; Moscone Station – Ticketing Hall Wall; Moscone Station – Entry Plaza Sculpture and Union Square Station – Elevator and Deck Glass. Those project outlines included descriptions of the opportunities, project budget allocations, selection processes and timelines.
The selection process described in these outlines included a national call to artists with all minimally qualified candidates being presented to the selection panel. According to procurement regulations associated with the Federal Transit Administration funding for the Central Subway Public Art Projects, staff is precluded from pre-screening the applicant pool to select the slate of appropriate candidates for review by the Selection Panel. 
REQUESTED ACTION

In order to establish slates of appropriate candidates for each of the four unique project opportunities, staff proposes to include an additional panel review of all the applicants’ materials and qualifications. This additional selection panel would be comprised of three arts professionals. The role of the panel of arts professionals would be to review and score the applications and identify the short list of candidates for each of the four project opportunities. These slates of candidates would then be presented to the respective project selection panels and the selection process from this point on would follow the process as described in the Detailed Project Outlines, which were approved last month.
