Re:  Office of Citizen Complaints 2015 Third Quarter Statistical Report

I. INTRODUCTION

Attached is the Office of Citizen Complaints’ statistical report for the 2015
third quarter. The OCC received an adjusted total of 172 complaints of police
misconduct or failure to take action and closed 171 complaints in the third quarter. It
sustained allegations of misconduct or failure to take action in eight complaints
against San Francisco Police officers which is a 5% sustained rate. The OCC
mediated 12 cases, which is a 7% mediation rate. From the beginning of the year
through the end of the third quarter, the adjusted total of complaints received is 513,
the total of complaints closed is 492, the total of complaints sustained is 35, and the
total of mediations is 41. As of September 30, 2015 the sustained rate was 7% and the
mediation rate was 8%.

I1. ORGANIZATIONAL AND BUDGET MATTERS
A. Staffing

By the close of this period, 15 permanent line investigators staffed the OCC
but only 13 of them had full caseloads during this quarter. Two permanent line
investigators were acting senior investigators during the third quarter. One of the
permanent line investigators acted as a senior investigator continuing to fill the
vacancy created when Senior Investigator Erick Baltazar was promoted to the deputy
director/chief of investigations position in August 2013. Another permanent line
investigator acted as a senior investigator while a senior investigator was on a long
term leave. By the close of the third quarter, there were five investigator vacancies;
three line investigators and two senior investigators. The OCC’s budget provided for
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18 line investigators, four senior investigators and a deputy director/chief of
investigations. By the close of the third quarter, 18" employees staffed the 23
budgeted investigator positions.

San Francisco City Charter section 4.127 provides a floor for investigators of
one line investigator for every 150 police officers. With 2,195 sworn SFPD members
during the third quarter, the floor was 15 line investigators.

B. Technology
During the third quarter, Chris Wisniewski, the Information Systems Business

Analyst, began deployment of next generation template installations for all 40 existing
workstations. He also started work on two next-generation media center audio/visual
systems and engaged with the Department of Technology to upgrade the OCC's
network. As always, he assisted investigators and other staff with technical aspects of
their work and prepared statistical data for reports.

C. Training
During the third quarter of 2015, the OCC continued implementing its strategic
plan for training its employees.

D. Budget
At the conclusion of its June budget hearings, the Board of Supervisors Budget

and Finance Committee forwarded the proposed City and County of San Francisco

2015/2016 and 2016/2017 two year budget to the full Board of Supervisors for first
reading at its July 14, 2015 meeting.? The Board of Supervisors finally adopted the
budget on July 28, 2015 and Mayor Edwin Lee signed the budget document on July
29, 2015. The OCC'’s approved budget for fiscal year 2015/2016 is $5,570,077 and
for 2016/2017 is $5,932,964.

I11. INVESTIGATION OF CASES
A. Case Inventory
By the end of the 2015 third quarter, the OCC opened 175° new cases, and
closed 171 cases. During this period, the OCC opened one more case than it closed.

! Toward the close of the third quarter, a senior investigator returned from a year-long leave.

% The San Francisco Board of Supervisors Budget and Finance Committee’s proposed 2015/2016 —
2016/2017 two-year budget included the OCC’s proposed budget enhancements of 4.25 positions
including one attorney, one .25 attorney, one senior investigator, one journey investigator and one
information systems assistant..

® The adjusted total of opened cases was 172 cases during the 2015 third quarter.
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The OCC closed the quarter with 366 pending cases, which are 21 more pending cases
than the close of the third quarter in 2014. By the end of the 2015 third quarter, there
were 322 cases from 2015, 40 pending cases from 2014, two from 2013, and two cases
from 2011. Between January 1, 2015, and September 30, 2015, the OCC opened 524
cases, closed 492 cases and sustained 35 cases.

B. Caseloads and Disposition of Cases

With only 13 investigators assigned full caseloads the third quarter of 2015 and
15 investigators assigned full caseloads the third quarter of 2014, caseloads were
higher than best practices both years.* In the third quarter of 2015, the caseload was 28
cases per investigator versus 22 cases per investigator in the third quarter of 2014.
Comparing the third quarters of 2014 and 2015, the average number of days to close
cases increased by 10% from 161 to 177. The OCC’s goal is to conclude its
investigations within 270 days. During the third quarter of 2015, OCC investigators
closed 171 cases with 73% of them closing within 270 days and only seven of them,
none of which had sustainable allegations, took more than a year to close. This differs
by five percent from 2014 where of the 186 cases closed, 76% of them were closed
within 270 days. The average number of days to close sustained cases in the third
quarter showed improvement by decreasing by 7% from 306 days in 2014 to 284 days
in 2015. In working to better manage the OCC’s challenging caseload, the OCC is
continuing to focus on closing sustainable cases sooner. However, with three less
investigators in the third quarter of 2015 than the third quarter of 2014, reducing case
closure time remained elusive.

C. Sustained Cases
The number of sustained cases in the third quarter of 2015, eight, is seven less

than the 15 sustained cases the third quarter of 2014 and is a 5% sustained rate. In the
third quarter of 2015, 38% or three of the sustained cases closed within nine months
which was an improvement over the closure time in the third quarter of 2014 where
only 20% of sustained case closures occurred within nine months. However, the
challenge in the third quarter of 2014 was the large number of sustained cases, 15, that
quarter. The yearly sustained rate as of September 30, 2015 is 7%, the same as the
third quarter of 2014.

The ongoing impediments to prompt completion of sustained cases are
attributable to at least four factors: 1) larger than best practices caseloads for
investigators resulting in longer times to complete investigations, 2) several high
profile and complex investigations, 3) active trial calendars for the two prosecuting
attorneys who also serve as advice attorneys on sustained cases and sustainability

* In its January 27, 2007 audit report on the OCC, the Controller’s CSA division found that 16 cases per
investigator was a best practice caseload for civilian oversight investigators
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reviews and 4) increased policy work for the policy analyst attorney who also serves
as an advice attorney on sustained cases and sustainability reviews.

During the third quarter of 2015, there were sustained allegations of neglect of
duty in 7 of the 8 sustained complaints, or 88% of them. No complaint was sustained
in whole or in part for neglect of duty for failure to collect traffic stop data.

The sustained allegations during the third quarter were as follows:

1. Unwarranted action:
In violation of DGO 6.09, Domestic Violence, wrongful arrest of
the complainant who was the victim, not the dominant aggressor.

2. Conduct reflecting discredit:
In violation of DGO 2.01, General Rules of Conduct, Rule 14, an
officer said to the complainant, “If you think you were driving, you
were tweaking.”

3. Neglect of duty:
a. When a sergeant and two plain clothes officers took the
complainant into custody, the sergeant took custody of the
complainant’s property.

The sergeant failed to properly process complainant’s property in
violation of DGO 6.15.

While the complainant’s property was listed on a San Francisco
Property Inventory Arrest Record, the officer who listed the items
did not complete and sign a property receipt in duplicate and give
the original form to the complainant and keep one copy. Instead,
the blank receipt with carbon copies still attached was placed inside
a manila envelope with the complainant’s property. The manila
envelope was not sealed and no officer wrote his name or star
number on the envelope flap. The complainant’s cash was placed
in a cash inventory envelope. The form on the front of the cash
envelope describing currency in words and numbers was left blank.

Upon release from jail, the complainant said one of his two
diamond earrings, each worth $3,000, was missing.

An officer failed to comply with DGO 5.20’s reporting
requirements.
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b. An officer violated DGO 5.20 when he did not obtain an interpreter
to explain to a LEP Spanish-speaking mother why he was taking
her 13-year old daughter into custody.

The officer violated DGO 7.01 when he did not notify the mother of
the process underway for her daughter, the reason for taking her
daughter into custody, where she was going to be held, that she had
been provided with the Miranda admonishment and that she was
being taken to CARC.

The officer failed to call for a female officer.

The officer did not conduct a complete investigation in violation of
DGOs 1.03 and 3.01.

The officer neglected his duties as a field training officer (FTO) in
violation of DGO 1.03 and the Field Training Manual.

A sergeant violated DGO 1.04 by approving the incident report that
facially showed an insufficient investigation and violations of DGO
7.01.

c. An officer violated DGO 5.04 when he failed to prepare an incident
report indicating the complainant had requested a private person’s
arrest.

The officer violated DGO 5.03 when he failed to issue a certificate
of release when he handcuffed and then released the complainant.

d. Inviolation of DGO 2.01, General Rules of Conduct, Rule 9,
Misconduct and the Peace Officer Field Training Manual, Traffic
Enforcement, an officer failed to include his name, star number and
unit number on the citation he issued to the complainant.

e. Inviolation of DGO 2.01, General Rules of Conduct, Rule 9,
Misconduct, a sergeant failed to properly supervise an officer,
resulting in the officer’s wrongful arrest of the complainant.

f. Inviolation of DGO 5.03, Investigative Detentions, an officer failed
to include his signature, the time the complainant was detained and
the time the complainant was released.
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g. Domestic Violence Investigation and Arrest
In violation of DGO 5.20, Language Access, officers failed to
obtain an interpreter for the LEP Spanish-speaking complainant.

In violation of DGO 6.09, Domestic Violence, the officers failed to
properly investigate.

Officers failed to comply with DGO 7.04, Children of Arrested
Parents, as they did not let the complainant explain to her children
what was happening and who would care for them.

A sergeant failed to properly supervise.

Post Arrest

The sergeant who provided the DA with evidence resulting in
complainant’s exoneration did not complete the investigation by
failing to prepare a report of the crime committed against her by her
boyfriend. The sergeant also failed to provide services to the
complainant as the victim of domestic violence.

Once the complainant was exonerated, an officer violated DGO
3.16 by failing to provide the complainant the incident report or
explaining how public safety would be harmed if it were released.

An officer failed to comply with DGO 5.20’s reporting
requirements.

D. _Sustained Findings for Failure to Collect Traffic Stop Data
While in the third quarter of 2015, no complaint was sustained for failure to
collect traffic stop data; however, during the third quarter, one officer received an
admonishment and retraining for failure to collect traffic stop data in a case the OCC
sustained in the second quarter and Chief Suhr adjudicated in the third quarter of 2015.

The Chief of Police is imposing progressive discipline for officers who
repeatedly fail to collect traffic stop data. The discipline generally begins with an
admonishment for the first offense, but for repeated offenses, the Chief of Police has
recommended that the OCC prepare charges for him to file with the Police
Commission.

Dr. Lorie Fridell in her 2007 study on Fair and Impartial Policing in San
Francisco discusses the importance of accurate data collection should a department
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determine that it will collect traffic stop data.” The Northeastern University Racial
Profiling Data Collection Center cites several benefits of collecting stop data for both
law enforcement and the community. The Center has found that collecting data about
those who are stopped, searched, cited and arrested can®:

e Send a strong message to the community that the department is against
racial profiling and that racial profiling is inconsistent with effective
policing and equal protection

o Build trust and respect for the police in the communities they serve

e Provide departments with information about the types of stops being
made by officers, the proportion of police time spent on high-discretion
stops, and the results of such stops

e Help shape and develop training programs to educate officers about
racial profiling and interactions with the community

o Enable the development of police and community dialogue to assess
the quality and quantity of police-citizen encounters

« Allay community concerns about the activities of police

« ldentify potential police misconduct and deter it when implemented as
part of a comprehensive early warning system

« Retain autonomous officer discretion and allow for flexible responses
in different situations

E. Chief of Police’s Adjudication of OCC Sustained Cases

When the OCC Director forwards a sustained case to the Chief of Police, she
can either recommend that the Chief of Police file charges with the Police
Commission and, after meeting and conferring with the Police Chief the OCC Director
can file charges on her own with the Police Commission if the Police Chief declines
her request. Alternatively, the OCC Director can determine that a case warrants ten
days or less of suspension. Sustained cases that the OCC Director determines would
warrant no more than ten days of suspension are adjudicated by the Chief of Police.
The Chief of Police determines whether or not to sustain the OCC’s findings and what
discipline to impose. During the third quarter, the Chief of Police adjudicated four
OCC sustained cases as follows:’

" Cases adjudicated by the Chief of Police during the third quarter are not necessarily cases that were
sustained by the OCC during this third quarter.

Neglect of Duty — In violation of Department General Order 5.08,
plainclothes officers in an unmarked vehicle made a traffic stop of the
complainant that did not meet the exceptions to the prohibition against
plainclothes officers making traffic stops. Those exceptions include the
officer engaging in an activity related to an ongoing investigation or
regulated vehicle enforcement, e.g., taxicabs, shuttle buses or
limousines or when the officer witnesses an aggravated situation
requiring immediate action to protect life or property, e.g., drunk
driving. Moreover, even if the stop had met the exceptions, the officers
failed to call for a marked backup unit. The officers also failed to
collect traffic stop data.

Additionally, the officers initiated a pursuit of the complainant’s
vehicle when the complainant drove away from the officers after
initially stopping. Pursuant to DGO 5.05 a pursuit can be justified
when the individual is suspected of a felony or there is an articulable
belief that the individual needs to be immediately apprehended because
of the risk the individual poses to public safety. The officers received
admonishments and retraining for failure to contact Dispatch for a
marked backup unit, for failure to notify Dispatch of the pursuit
and for failure to collect traffic stop data.

Neglect of Duty — In violation of Department Bulletin 14-0459, an
officer failed to collect traffic stop data. The officer received an
admonishment and retraining.

Neglect of Duty — While investigating graffiti vandalism allegedly
caused by a 13-year old who was taken into custody, a Field Training
Officer failed to comply with DGO 7.01, Juvenile Policies, 5.20,
Language Access for Limited English Proficient persons, DGOs 1.03,
2.01 and 3.01, investigations, maintaining knowledge, and
responsibilities, and the Field Training Officer manual for failing to
remediate his recruit’s unfamiliarity with various department general
orders. A sergeant violated DGO 3.01 for failing to properly review and
order remediation of deficiencies in the incident report and the conduct
of the investigation. The officer and sergeant each received an
admonishment and retraining.

Conduct Reflecting Discredit — In violation of Department General
Order 2.01, Public Courtesy, an officer in expressing disbelief of
complainant’s explanation that the complainant double parked, not
complainant’s girlfriend who had slid into the driver’s seat while
complainant ran an errand, said to the complainant, “If you think you
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were driving, you were tweaking.” During his interview, the officer
acknowledged “tweaking” was a derogatory term for
methamphetamine use but stated he did not mean it in a derogatory
manner. The officer was admonished and retrained.

IV. COMPLAINTS OF NOTE

A. Detention of a Disabled Man with Prosthetic Leg
In the third quarter 2015, the OCC received numerous complaints regarding
SFPD’s detention of a man with prosthetic leg. An 11-minute video of the incident was
posted on numerous websites.

B. Officer-Involved Shootings
At the end of the third quarter 2015, the OCC concluded its investigation of an
officer-involved shooting. Another officer-involved shooting complaint remained
open at the end of the third quarter.

C. Single Room Occupancy Hotels
At the end of the third quarter 2015, the OCC continued to investigate two
complaints filed in 2011 involving multiple officers regarding unlawful entries and
searches of single room occupancy (SRO) hotel rooms. Other allegations in these
complaints include unlawful search of persons, unlawful detentions and arrests, failure
to properly process property including laptops and cameras, failure to investigate,
failure to supervise and inappropriate behavior.

D. Complaint Regarding SFPD’s Crime Lab
At the end of the third quarter 2015, the OCC concluded its investigation of a
complaint from a sexual assault victim who complained about SFPD’s failure to
promptly process evidence. No allegations were sustained; however, the investigation
revealed policy failures that resulted in several policy recommendations that are found
in Appendix 18 of this report.

E. Wheelchair Incident
At the end of the third quarter 2015, the OCC continued to investigate a
complaint regarding an alleged mistreatment of a physically disabled man in a
wheelchair in Visitacion Valley. The interaction between the police and the disabled
man was captured on video.

F. San Francisco Woman Shot and Killed by Her Ex-boyfriend
At the end of third quarter 2015, the OCC continued to investigate a complaint
regarding a San Francisco woman who was shot and killed by her ex-boyfriend before
he fatally turned the gun on himself. The woman was shot in her home from which
other calls for help had been made prior to her murder.
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G. San Francisco Deputy Public Defender’s Arrest at the Hall of Justice
In the end of the third quarter 2015, the OCC continued to investigate
complaints regarding an incident that occurred at the Hall of Justice between an officer
and a San Francisco Deputy Public Defender Attorney.

H. Racist and Homophobic Text Messages by SFPD Officers
At the end of the third quarter 2015, the OCC continued to investigate a
complaint regarding racist and homophobic text messages by members of the San
Francisco Police Department.

|. Baby Bjorn Bicycle Incident
At the end of the third quarter 2015, the OCC continued to investigate a
complaint regarding a man who filed a lawsuit accusing San Francisco police officers
of wrongfully arresting the man and forcibly taking his 10-month-old son from him
after stopping him for riding his bike with his child strapped to his chest in a Baby
Bjorn.

J.  Department General Order 8.10 Guideline for First Amendment Activities,
Complaint
At the end of the third quarter, the OCC continued to investigate a complaint
regarding a man questioned by a Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) Agent and a
member of the San Francisco Police Department regarding a Freedom of Information
Act (FOIA) request that the man had filed concerning his recent travel issues.

K. Complaint Filed by a San Francisco Department Head against a Lieutenant
At the end of the third quarter, the OCC concluded its mediation of a complaint
from a San Francisco Department Head regarding an alleged battery committed by an
SFPD lieutenant during a meeting.

V. STATUS OF CURRENT OCC CASES - THE ‘KEANE’ REPORT

By the end of the 2015 third quarter, staff had completed intake on all its 2014
cases and had closed 95% of them, leaving 5% of the 2014 cases pending. At the end
of the 2014 third quarter, staff had also completed intake on all its 2013 cases, and had
closed 97% of them, leaving 3% of the 2013 cases pending.

VI.LEGAL UNIT

Four attorneys staff the OCC’s Legal Unit under the supervision of Executive
Director Joyce Hicks. Attorneys Ines Vargas Fraenkel and R. Manuel Fortes are the
OCC’s two trial attorneys but they also conduct sustainability reviews and review
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sustained reports for form and legality, prepare legal opinions and manage records
requests including subpoenas, Pitchess motions and Sunshine Ordinance and Public
Records Act requests. Attorney Donna Salazar staffs the OCC’s mediation and
outreach programs and her work is outlined in sections V11 and VII1 of this report.
Attorney Samara Marion conducts the OCC’s policy work and also conducts
sustainability reviews and reviews sustained reports for form and legality. Her policy
work is outlined in section IX.

The OCC’s trial attorneys prosecute police misconduct cases in matters
investigated and determined by the OCC to be misconduct or failure to perform a
required action. They present cases to the Police Chief when officers object to
proposed discipline of up to ten days suspension. They present cases before the Police
Commission when the proposed discipline is greater than ten days suspension up
through termination.

During the third quarter, Attorney Manny Fortes appeared in four Chief’s
Hearings in two OCC Cases. All of the discipline imposed was sustained after the
Chief’s Hearings, including:

1. Three officers received disciplinary reprimands arising out of the arrest and
injury of a minor.

2. One officer received a disciplinary reprimand for failure to prepare an incident
report arising out of a pet owner dispute.

As part of their duties, the Legal Unit’s two trial attorneys also review and edit
sustained reports after a matter has been investigated and one or more allegations are
deemed sustainable. During the third quarter, the Legal Unit reviewed, revised, and
submitted three sustained reports, each of which involved one or more sustained
allegations against one or more officers. They also provided legal opinions for three
complaints.® Additionally, they advised staff on a subpoena duces tecum.

Vil. MEDIATION

In the third quarter of 2015, the OCC completed twelve mediations compared
to nine in 2014. At the end of the third quarter 2015, the OCC had mediated 41 cases
compared to 39 in 2014.

& Deputy Director Erick Baltazar reviewed, revised and submitted to the Executive Director for review
five (5) additional sustained reports, each which involved one or more allegations against one or more
officers.
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During the third quarter of 2015, 34 officers were considered for mediation.
Seven of those officers or 20% were ineligible. Of the officers who were offered
mediation, no officers declined compared to 4% during the same period in 2014. Of
the 24 complainants offered mediation, 10 or 42% agreed to mediate.

During the third quarter of 2015, the Mediation Coordinator was contacted by
a representative of the Los Angeles Sheriff’s Independent Monitor’s officer regarding
instituting a mediation program there. In July, the Coordinator offered an orientation
for ten new mediators enlarging the pool of volunteers who generously provide their
services.

The Mediation Program continues to provide a forum for officers and civilians to
have a frank discussion regarding the complaint, as well as serves as an educational
experience for all participants.

VIll. OUTREACH

During the third quarter of 2015, the OCC engaged in the following activities:

Director Hicks and Attorney Marion met with the Executive Director of Justice
Strategies to discuss the OCC’s mission, procedures and policy work.

Throughout the third quarter Director Hicks continued meeting with the body
worn camera working group initiated by San Francisco Police Commission President
Suzy Loftus. Director Hicks attended the Police Commission hearing on body
cameras on September 16, 2015, at the Korean Community Center. She opined in her
presentation on body cameras that in limited circumstances, to preserve an officer’s
recollection of an event, the officer should give a statement first, then view the
recording and provide a supplemental statement.’® Attorney Manny Fortes and Deputy

° Director Joyce Hicks, OCC, described the duties and responsibilities of the OCC. Director Hicks
stated that “while the OCC substantially supports the draft general order on body worn cameras, we
believe allowing officers to review the recording during active internal investigations could impact the
integrity of the investigations of officer misconduct. The draft DGO only precludes officers from
reviewing their recordings in advance of an interview for an officer involved shooting, in-custody
death, or criminal investigation. The draft DGO would permit an officer to review recording prior to an
Internal Affairs Division interview and prior to an OCC interview, except under those early
circumstances I’ve discussed.” Director Hicks continued that the OCC “have concerns with this because
an officer not intending to testify in matters he/she did not see, hear, or otherwise experience could be
unconsciously influenced by viewing the recording in advance of the interview.” Director Hicks then
read quotes from the NY Attorney General.

Director Hicks stated that “the OCC recommends the following: In addition to the limitations already in
the draft DGO around criminal investigations, officer-involved shootings, and in-custody deaths, there
be additional language which provide when an officer is notified by OCC, Internal Affairs Division, or
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Director Erick Baltazar also attended body worn camera working group meetings.
Director Hicks attended Police Commission meetings on July 22, August 5 and
August 19. Additionally, she presented the OCC’s Second Quarter 2015 report at the
Police Commission’s September 9, 2015 meeting. Deputy Director Baltazar attended
the July 8, 2015 Police Commission meeting in Director Hicks’ absence.

Deputy Director Baltazar and Investigator Candace Miles-Threatt Carpenter
gave presentations to one class of recruits and a group of cadets at the Police
Academy.

OCC representatives staffed a table at the National Night Out festivities in the
Western Addition. Senior Investigator McMahon, Mediation Coordinator Salazar, and
Investigators Cole and Dolese visited the National Night Out observations in several
other districts.

During this quarter, OCC staffed information booths at a Homeless Connect
event as well as Back-to-School events in the Bayview and Western Addition
neighborhoods.

Attorney Manny Fortes made a presentation regarding the functions of the
OCC to a class at Santa Clara Law School. He also participated in a panel discussion
regarding police interaction with youth at the Black Family Day event at Mission High
School.

In August, the Mediation and Outreach Coordinator Salazar was contacted by
the Denver Office of the Independent Monitor regarding the OCC Outreach Strategic
Plan and activities. She also offered a presentation about the OCC to a group of
seniors in the Bayview District and represented the OCC at the District Attorney’s
Summit Race and Justice.

the District Attorney, that the officer is subject to or witness in a misconduct investigation, the officer
not be permitted to review the recordings in advance of the interview, but, after giving the statement,
the officer should be permitted to review the video and offer a supplemental statement. And to avoid
what some have referred to as the “gotcha” effect most importantly for fairness when determining
truthfulness inconsistencies should be reviewed under the standard of intent and materiality. In non-
disciplinary matters, in matters not involving in-custody deaths, officer-involved shootings, or criminal
investigations, when an officer prepares a narrative of an incident in his/her own words, then the officer
should first prepare it in his/her own words before viewing the video and then be permitted to prepare a
supplemental.”

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Throughout the third quarter, Director Hicks and Attorney Manny Fortes
continued attending the San Francisco Bar Association’s monthly Criminal Justice
Task Force meetings. The Director and Attorney Fortes met regularly with the civilian
oversight subcommittee and Attorney Fortes also met regularly with the data
collection subcommittee.

IX. POLICY ANALYSIS

Policy work is an essential aspect of the Office of Citizen Complaint’s mission.
The San Francisco City Charter requires the OCC to present quarterly
recommendations concerning SFPD’s policies or practices that enhance police-
community relations while ensuring effective police services. While traditionally
policy attorney Samara Marion leads the OCC’s policy work, throughout the third
quarter, as more particularly described in section V111 of this report, Director Hicks led
the OCC’s body worn camera policy work as a member of the Body Camera Working
Group and as a presenter to the San Francisco Police Commission on the adoption of a
draft San Francisco Police Department General Order on Body Worn Cameras.
Attorney Marion’s policy work during the third quarter focused on language access,
sexual assault protocols, and formulating recommendations based on the President’s
Task Force on 21% Century Policing.

Throughout the third quarter, the OCC continued its language access policy
work. The OCC meets monthly with domestic violence and sexual assault service
providers, language access advocates, city agencies, Police Commissioner Sonia
Melara, and the Police Department, a practice the OCC initiated in 2012 to enhance
language access services. Based on the OCC’s recommendation in partnership with
language access advocates, the Department issued a Priority “A” Department Bulletin
that establishes a written procedure for translating statements from Limited English
Proficient victims, witnesses and suspects. Pursuant to Department Bulletin 15-171,
officers are now required to ensure that written statements and other documents in a
foreign language are translated into English prior to filing an incident report and
booking the document into evidence.

During the third quarter the OCC also made recommendations concerning the
Department’s sexual assault protocols. The OCC investigated a complaint from a
sexual assault victim in which the evidence established that during a period of twenty-
two months, the Department did not contact the victim, reassigned her case to a new
inspector after the original inspector was transferred, or obtain the results of DNA
testing until the victim complained. To enhance communication with sexual assault
victims, the OCC recommends that the Department develop and implement a
procedure that notifies sexual assault victims at least every 60 days on the status of
their case.
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To establish clear timelines for the testing of sexual assault forensic evidence,
the OCC recommends that the Department develop and implement procedures that
comply with the 2014 amendments to Penal Code 8680, the “Sexual Assault Victims’
DNA Bill of Rights.” These procedures require crime labs receiving sexual assault
forensic evidence on or after January 1, 2016, to process sexual assault forensic
evidence, create DNA profiles when able, and upload qualifying DNA profiles into
CODIS as soon as practically possible, but no later than 120 days after initially
receiving the evidence. Alternately, a crime lab can transmit the sexual assault
forensic evidence to another crime lab as soon as practically possible, but no later than
30 days after initially receiving the evidence for processing of the evidence for the
presence of DNA. Additionally, the OCC recommends that annually, the Department
present a written report to the Police Commission about its collection and testing of
DNA evidence in sexual assault cases, including its compliance with the forensic
evidence collection and processing deadlines of Penal Code 8680.

In September, after reviewing the President Task Force’s Reports on 21
Century Policing, the Office of Citizen Complaints made recommendations to the San
Francisco Police Department to strengthen police-community relations. The OCC’s
nineteen recommendations cover a number of topics such as detention and consent
procedures, training, use of force data, and searches of transgender individuals, to
name a few. The OCC and SFPD are currently discussing these recommendations.
“OCC’s Recommendations to Enhance Police-Community Relations in Response to
the President’s Task Force on 21* Century Policing” is included in this quarterly
report as Appendix 1.

X. CONCLUSION

Despite staffing constraints the OCC remained committed to its mission to
investigate civilian complaints of police misconduct or failure to perform a duty
promptly, fairly, and impartially.

Recommendations to Enhance Police-Community Relations in
Response to the President’s Task Force on 21% Century Policing

Introduction

Responding to nation-wide events about police-community relations, on December 18,
2014, President Barack Obama signed an Executive Order establishing the Task Force on 21%
Century Policing. The President’s Task Force’s mission was to “examine how to foster strong,
collaborative relationships between local law enforcement and the communities they protect and
to make recommendations to the President on how police practices can promote effective crime
reduction while building public trust.”* During January and February 2015, the President’s Task
Force held seven sessions in Washington D.C., Phoenix, Arizona and Cincinnati, Ohio and
received testimony and recommendations from over 100 law enforcement officers and
executives, community members, civic leaders, advocates, researchers and academics. Releasing
an interim and then final report in May 2015, the President’s Task Force on 21% Century Policing
sets forth 59 recommendations and 92 action items in the following six areas to strengthen trust
between law enforcement and the communities they serve:

e Building Trust and Legitimacy

Policy and Oversight

Technology and Media

Community Policing and Crime Reduction
Officer Training and Education

Officer Safety and Wellness

After reviewing the President’s Task Force’s Interim and Final Reports, in September
2015, the Office of Citizen Complaints made recommendations to the San Francisco Police
Department (SFPD) to strengthen police-community relations. The OCC’s recommendations
cover a number of topics such as detention and consent procedures, training, use of force data,
and searches of transgender individuals, to name a few. The OCC’s recommendations are
outlined below and include the President’s Task Force recommendations for reference. The OCC
and SFPD are currently discussing these recommendations.

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Recommendations

PRESIDENT’S TASK FORCE: 1.1 RECOMMENDATION: Law enforcement culture
should embrace a guardian mindset to build public trust and legitimacy. Toward that end,
police and sheriffs’ departments should adopt procedural justice as the guiding principle
for internal and external policies and practices to guide their interactions with the citizens
they serve.

PRESIDENT’S TASK FORCE: 2.11 RECOMMENDATION: Law enforcement agencies
should adopt policies requiring officers to identify themselves by their full name, rank, and
command (as applicable) and provide the information in writing to individuals they have
stopped. In addition, policies should require officers to state the reason for the stop and
the reason for the search if one is conducted.

PRESIDENT’S TASK FORCE: 2.11.1 ACTION ITEM: One example of how to do this is
for law enforcement officers to carry business cards containing their name, rank,
command, and contact information that would enable individuals to offer suggestions or
commendations or to file complaints with the appropriate individual, office, or board.
These cards would be easily distributed in all encounters.

OCC Recommendation No.1: SFPD Should Incorporate Procedural Justice Language Into
Its Department General Orders Such As DGOs 5.03 (Detentions), 5.17 (Biased Policing), and
2.01 (General Rules of Conduct) By Requiring Officers To Explain Why An Individual Has
Been Detained Or Searched and Provide In Writing The Officer’s Name, Contact
Information, and the Complaint/Commendation Process.

The President’s Task Force on 21% Century Policing emphasizes that “procedural justice”
is essential to strengthening police-community relations. Procedural justice involves four central
principles: 1) treating people with dignity and respect; 2) giving individuals “voice” during
encounters; 3) being neutral and transparent in decision making; and 4) conveying trustworthy
motives.” Procedural justice principles are at the heart of the President’s Task Force’s
recommendations that police adopt policies requiring officers to explain why an individual has
been detained or searched. Procedural justice also shapes the Task Force’s recommendation that
officers provide in writing their name and contact information that enables individuals to offer
suggestions, commendations or to file a complaint.

The OCC recommends SFPD incorporates procedural justice language into its
Department Bulletins and its Department General Orders so procedural justice concepts are

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explicitly defined and included. For example, DGO 5.03 (Investigative Detentions) does not
instruct officers to explain to the detained individual the reason for the police stop. DGO 5.17
(Policy Prohibiting Biased Policing) states officers “should” explain the reason for their
detention though it does not require officers to do so. Although DGO 2.01(14) states, “when
requested, officers shall promptly and politely provide their name, star number and assignment”
this DGO requires the individual to ask for the officer’s name, a request some individuals would
find intimidating or not know they could make. None of these DGOs require during police
encounters officers provide in writing their name and contact information that includes how to
file a commendation or complaint.

The OCC suggests SFPD issue a Department Bulletin setting forth the legal standards for
a detention, search, and consensual encounter and requires officers to state the reason for their
stop and/or search as outlined in the Task Force’s Recommendation 2.11. The OCC also suggests
this Department Bulletin require officers to provide in writing their name and contact
information that includes how to file a commendation or complaint as recommended by the
President’s Task Force. The Task Force suggested officers carry business cards with this
information. The OCC recommends SFPD adopt the Task Force’s suggestion or alternatively
revise SFPD’s “Protecting Our City, Knowing Our Rights™ to include the OCC’s contact
information and a space for officers to write their name, rank, and contact information.

The issuance of a Department Bulletin outlining the above-mentioned procedures would
incorporate procedural justice concepts by requiring officers to take the time to explain the
reason for their actions and enabling community members to have a better understanding of their
rights during such encounters. The OCC also recommends Department General Orders 5.17,
5.03, and 2.01 along with SFPD manuals and training materials be amended to incorporate these
requirements and officers be provided training on these changes.

PRESIDENT’S TASK FORCE: 1.3 RECOMMENDATION: Law enforcement agencies
should establish a culture of transparency and accountability in order to build public trust
and legitimacy. This will help ensure decision-making is understood and in accord with
stated policy.

PRESIDENT’S TASK FORCE: 1.3.1 ACTION ITEM: To embrace a culture of
transparency, law enforcement agencies should make all departmental policies available
for public review and regularly post on SFPD’s website information about stops,
summonses, arrest, reported crime, and other law enforcement data aggregated by
demographics.

PRESIDENT’S TASK FORCE: 2.2 RECOMMENDATION: Law enforcement agencies
should have comprehensive policies on the use of force that include training, investigations,

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prosecutions, data collection, and information sharing. These policies must be clear,
concise, and openly available for public inspection.

PRESIDENT’S TASK FORCE: 2.6 RECOMMENDATION: Law enforcement agencies
should be encouraged to collect, maintain, and analyze demographic data on all detentions
(stops, frisks, searches, summons and arrests). This data should be disaggregated by school
and non-school contacts.

OCC Recommendation No.2: SFPD Should Design a Form To Collect Information on Use of
Force Incidents Systematically and Electronically.

OCC Recommendation No.3: SFPD Should Post Monthly Its Use of Force Data On Its
Website.

OCC Recommendation No.4: SFPD Should Analyze and Report Its Use of Force Data
Annually to the Police Commission.

The OCC recommends SFPD provide comprehensive statistics and analysis concerning
its use of force data—a practice it has done in prior years. (See for example, SFPD’s 2002 Use
of Force and Officer Assault Review; also see SFPD’s study on Five Years of Officer-Involved
Shootings (January 20, 2010).) The OCC recommends SFPD adopt a use of force form so such
information is collected systematically and electronically in all cases. The OCC suggests on a
monthly basis SFPD post on its website comprehensive use of force statistics and analysis.
Statistics and analysis should include the type of force, the type and degree of officer and/or
suspect injury, time of day, location of the incident/use of force, unit/station, officer
demographics (age, gender, race, rank, number of years with SFPD, number of years as a police
officer) and suspect demographics including race/ethnicity, age, gender, gender identity, primary
language and other factors such as mental illness, cognitive impairment, developmental
disability, drug and alcohol use/addiction and homelessness. The OCC recommends annually
SFPD issue a comprehensive Use of Force report that is available to the public and presented to
the Police Commission. The OCC suggests SFPD’s 2002 “Use of Force and Officer Assault
Review” report be used as an example of the type of data collection and analysis SFPD provide
on its website and in its yearly report.
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OCC Recommendation No.5: SFPD Should Re-Examine its Policies, Training and Evaluation
of Force Incidents In Light of the California Supreme Court Decision Hayes v. San Diego
(2013) 57 Cal.4" 622.

The OCC recommends SFPD re-examine its policies, training, and analysis of use of
force incidents in light of the California Supreme Court decision Hayes v. San Diego (2013) 57
Cal.4th 622. In Hayes, the California Supreme Court ruled under California negligence law, the
tactical conduct and decisions preceding an officer’s use of deadly force are relevant
considerations in determining whether the use of deadly force is reasonable. The OCC
recommends in all cases involving deadly force SFPD evaluate the tactical conduct and decisions
preceding an officer’s use of deadly force and this analysis be included in any evaluation of the
incident. The OCC also suggests SFPD revise its use of force policies and training to include
consideration of the tactical conduct and decisions preceding an officer’s use of deadly force.

OCC Recommendation No.6: SFPD Should Post Monthly its Data Concerning Car,
Bicycle and Pedestrian Stops on its Website.

OCC Recommendation No.7: SFPD Should Analyze Its Data Concerning Car, Bicycle
and Pedestrian Stops and Report Its Analysis of the Data Annually to the Police Commission.

SFPD currently collects data concerning car, bicycle and pedestrian stops. (See e.g.
Department Bulletin 14-059, “Traffic Stop Data Collection Program”). To provide transparency,
the OCC recommends SFPD post on a monthly basis its traffic stop data. The OCC also
recommends SFPD annually analyze this data and provide its analysis of the data in a public
report for presentation to the Police Commission.

OCC Recommendation No.8: Institute A Quarterly Meeting Between OCC and SFPD
To Identify Training, Policy, and Procedure Recommendations Arising From Disciplinary
Cases.

To address training, policy, and procedure issues discovered during the investigation and
disciplinary process of police misconduct cases, the OCC recommends a quarterly meeting with
the Chief, the Deputy Chief of Staff, Officer-in-Charge of Risk Management, the Police
Academy Captain, the OCC Director and the OCC policy attorney to discuss the OCC’s police
misconduct cases of the previous quarter that resulted in a sustained, policy or training failure
finding. The goal of this meeting is to evaluate whether any training, policy or procedure of
SFPD needs to be revised, added or re-issued and if so, to make written recommendations that
include the manner in which the recommendations can be implemented and a timeline for
completion.
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OCC Recommendation No.9: SFPD Should Post Its Department Bulletins On Its Website.

SFPD currently posts its Department General Orders online, a practice instituted in
response to the OCC’s 2007 recommendation. Because Department Bulletins often contain
important policing procedures and policies, the OCC recommends Department Bulletins also be
posted on SFPD’s website.

PRESIDENT’S TASK FORCE: 1.3.2 ACTION ITEM: When serious incidents occur,
including those involving alleged police misconduct, agencies should communicate with
citizens and the media swiftly, openly, and neutrally, respecting areas where the law
requires confidentiality.

OCC Recommendation No.10: SFPD Should Institutionalize Its Practice of Holding a
Community Meeting Following An Officer-Involved Shooting By Revising DGO 8.11.

After every officer-involved shooting, the Chief convenes a community meeting in the
district where the shooting occurred. To institutionalize this important practice, the OCC
recommends DGO 8.11 be amended to state within 10 days of an officer-involved shooting
resulting in a fatality, the Chief of Police will notify the public and convene a meeting at a
location within the affected community to provide whatever factual information SFPD can
release and answer any questions and/or address concerns the public may have.

PRESIDENT’S TASK FORCE: 1.5.3 ACTION ITEM: Law enforcement agencies should
create opportunities in schools and communities for positive, non-enforcement interactions
with police. Agencies should also publicize the beneficial outcomes and images of positive,
trust-building partnerships and initiatives.

OCC Recommendation No.11: SFPD Should Partner With Youth Organizations To Make
Presentations At Middle And High Schools On “Know Your Rights” For Youth.

The OCC recommends SFPD in partnership with youth organizations, such as the Youth
Commission, make presentations at high schools and middle schools on “Know Your Rights” for
youth. These informal presentations would foster a positive manner to interact with middle and
high school students, provide students with the “Know Your Rights for Youth in San Francisco”
brochure that youth advocacy groups, the OCC, the Youth Commission and SFPD coauthored
and answer questions that youth may have about their rights, the law and policing.
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PRESIDENT’S TASK FORCE: 1.5.4 ACTION ITEM: Use of physical control equipment
and techniques against vulnerable populations — including children, elderly persons,
pregnant women, people with physical and mental disabilities, limited English proficiency,
and others — can undermine public trust and should be used as a last resort. Law
enforcement agencies should carefully consider and review their policies towards these
populations and adopt policies if none are in place.

OCC Recommendation No.12: Provide More Resources To The CIT Program To Address Its
Increased Training And Administrative Demands.

SFPD has been innovative in issuance of Department Bulletins on handling mental health
crisis calls and the extensive work SFPD has done in partnership with the Mental Health
Working Group to implement a Crisis Intervention Team (CIT) approach to mental health crisis
calls for service. To enhance CIT’s effectiveness, the OCC recommends SFPD dedicate more
resources to address the increasing training and administrative demands of the CIT program. The
OCC also recommends SFPD prioritize the collection of CIT data so information such as the
types of service calls, dispatch time and outcomes can be analyzed to evaluate the program.

PRESIDENT’S TASK FORCE: 1.9.2 ACTION ITEM: Law enforcement agencies should
ensure reasonable and equitable language access for all persons who have encounters with
police or who enter the criminal justice system.

OCC Recommendation No.13: SFPD Should Provide Interpreter Training to Bilingual
Officers, Language Recertification For Bilingual Officers and Civilians, and Certification in
Translation.

SFPD has been on the forefront of promoting language services by implementing a
Department General Order on language services, having an extensive group of certified bilingual
officers, and meeting with the OCC and language access stakeholders monthly to address
language access concerns.

To further enhance language services, the OCC recommends SFPD provide interpreter
training for its bilingual officers as required by DGO 5.20. For several years, the OCC and
language access stakeholders have also recommended SFPD obtain assistance from SFPD or
Human Resources to provide bilingual recertification of sworn officers and civilian employees
every 2-3 years. Because language proficiency is a perishable skill, recertification is a best
practice. Additionally, SFPD does not yet test officers on their ability to translate a written
statement in a foreign language into English. Translation is a different skill than oral
interpretation. SFPD need certified officer translators because Department Bulletin 15-171
requires the translation of foreign language statements and documents before the completion of
an incident report.
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PRESIDENT’S TASK FORCE 1.6.1 ACTION ITEM: Research conducted to evaluate the
effectiveness of crime fighting strategies should specifically look at the potential for
collateral damage of any given strategy on community trust and legitimacy.

OCC Recommendation No.14: SFPD Should Include Input From The OCC and Civilian
Complaints When Evaluating The Effectiveness of Crime Fighting Strategies.

The OCC recommends SFPD’s tracking and evaluation of crime-fighting strategies also
include the OCC’s input and evaluation of complaints arising from these strategies. For
example, the OCC has had several complaints concerning plainclothes units conducting traffic
enforcement stops that did not qualify under Department General Order 5.08 as an ongoing
investigation or an aggravated situation requiring immediate action to protect life or property. In
addition to violating Department General Order 5.08, these strategies did not result in the
discovery of contraband and undermined community trust because the traffic enforcement
actions appeared arbitrary and petty.

2.3 RECOMMENDATION: Law enforcement agencies are encouraged to implement non-
punitive peer review of critical incidents separate from criminal and administrative
investigations.

OCC Recommendation No.15: SFPD Should Include The OCC In Its Development of a Non-
Punitive Lessons Learned Approach to Reviewing Serious Incidents.

The OCC applauds SFPD for developing a non-punitive lessons learned approach to
reviewing serious incidents. The OCC suggests it be included during the review process so that
the OCC has an opportunity to contribute to training recommendations arising from these serious
incidents.

PRESIDENT’S TASK FORCE: 2.10 RECOMMENDATION: Law enforcement officers
should be required to seek consent before a search and explain that a person has the right
to refuse consent when there is no warrant or probable cause. Furthermore, officers
should ideally obtain written acknowledgement that they have sought consent to a search in
these circumstances.

OCC Recommendation No.16: SFPD Should Modify Its Written Consent to Search Policy to
Include Consent Searches of the Person and the Person’s Effects.

Pursuant to Department General Order 15-136 (Consent Searches of Private Residences),
officers are required to obtain written consent when searching a residence. To comply with the
President’s Task Force Recommendation 2.10 that officers should be required to seek consent
before a search and explain that a person has the right to refuse consent when there is no warrant
or probable cause, the OCC recommends SFPD’s written consent to search policy include
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consent searches of the person and the person’s effects in addition to its current policy on
residential searches.

PRESIDENT’S TASK FORCE: 2.11 RECOMMENDATION: Law enforcement agencies
should establish search and seizure procedures related to LGBTQ and transgender
populations and adopt as policy the recommendation from the President’s HIV/AIDS Task
Force to cease using the possession of condoms as the sole evidence of vice”.

OCC Recommendation No.17: SFPD Should Establish A Written Procedure For Searching
Transgender Individuals.

The OCC recommends SFPD establish a written procedure for searching transgender
individuals. Department Bulletin 13-258 provides many important procedures for police
interactions with transgender individuals though it does not address how to search a transgender
individual. DB 13-158 explains how to address transgender individuals appropriately, prohibits
detentions based on one’s appearance or gender identity alone, prohibits searches to determine a
detainee’s gender, prohibits detaining a transgender arrestee in a district station’s holding cell,
and requires notification to dispatch of the starting and ending mileage when an officer transports
a transgender individual. However, Department Bulletin 13-158 does not address the procedure
officers should follow if they need to conduct a search of a transgender individual. The OCC
recommends in collaboration with transgender officers, community stakeholders, the OCC, and
other relevant subject matter experts, SFPD develop a written policy for conducting a search of
transgender individuals.

PRESIDENT’S TASK FORCE: 5.2 RECOMMENDATION: Law enforcement agencies
should engage community members in the training process.

OCC Recommendation N0.18: SFPD Should Incorporate Community Members Especially
from African-American, Asian, Latino, Youth, Immigrant, Muslim, and LGBTQ Communities
in the Development of Training Curriculum and as Presenters during Officer Training.

Community members from populations that have historically distrusted law enforcement
have invaluable experiences and perspectives to share that will deepen officers’ understanding of
the various types of people and cultures they will encounter. As highlighted over a decade ago in
Police Executive Research Forum’s report Racially Biased Policing: A Principled Response,
“[p]ersonal testimonials from minorities who have suffered from the effects of racial profiling or
other forms of racial bias in policing can be effective in personalizing the problem and
emphasizing the real harm caused to real people. Police personnel need to hear how racially
biased actions can have profoundly damaging and long-lasting effects on citizens.” (See

A well designed officer training seminar led by an experienced instructor that includes
community members provides an ideal environment to discuss the stereotypes, misconceptions
and biases we all have. The OCC suggests SFPD include community members—especially from
African American, Asian, Latinos, youth, immigrant, Muslims and LGBTQ communities—in the
development of training curriculum and also as participants and presenters during officer
training.

OCC Recommendation No.19: SFPD Should Provide Recruits, Patrol Officers, Sergeants,
and Field Training Officers Training Specific to Police Interactions with Youth.

The OCC recommends SFPD provide training designed to address police interactions
with youth, including information about the juvenile brain, the impact of trauma on children and
youth, and de—escalation tactics tailored to youth-police interactions. SFPD does not currently
provide this type of training. When President Obama issued his Executive Order to create the
21st Century Policing Taskforce, he noted too many individuals, particularly young people of
color, do not feel they are being treated fairly.> Police training designed to provide officers an
understanding of the experiences and challenges of youth—particularly youth of color—is
imperative. The OCC suggests a core component of this curriculum involve scenario-based
training in which recruits, patrol officers, sergeants, and field training officers are required to
learn and practice de-escalation tactics to address common interactions between youth and law
enforcement.

A Neglect of | In a sexual assault case, the complainant alleged the officer had failed to properly investigate her case and communicate with her
Duty about the status of the investigation. The evidence indicates during the first two months the officer assigned to the complainant’s case

pursued several investigative leads. Initially the named officer made reasonable efforts to investigate the complainant’s case and to
maintain contact with the complainant.

The officer submitted the complainant’s sexual assault kit for testing approximately five weeks after the incident which predated the
passage of San Francisco Administrative Code section 2A.89 entitled “Implementing the California Sexual Assault Victims® DNA
Bill of Rights.” Section 2A.89 required by March 1, 2011, the Police Chief implement procedures for collecting and testing DNA
evidence in sexual assault cases, including the testing of DNA evidence obtained from a healthcare provider within not more than
fourteen days of receipt. Subsequently, the officer collected a DNA sample but did not submit it for testing. Only after the
complainant asked about the status of her case six months after the incident did another inspector submit the DNA evidence for
testing. When the officer transferred to another unit, the complainant’s case was not reassigned to another investigator. For almost
two years, there was no follow up on the results of the complainant’s sexual assault Kit.

The OCC recommends SFPD develop and implement procedures that comply with the 2014 amendments to Penal Code section 680,
the “Sexual Assault Victims’ DNA Bill of Rights.” Under these procedures, sexual assault forensic evidence received by a law
enforcement agency on or after January 1, 2016, should be submitted to the crime lab within 20 days after it is booked into evidence.
Crime labs are also required to process sexual assault forensic evidence, create DNA profiles when able, and upload qualifying DNA
profiles into CODIS as soon as practically possible, but no later than 120 days after initially receiving the evidence. Alternately, a
crime lab can transmit the sexual assault forensic evidence to another crime lab as soon as practically possible but no later than 30
days after initially receiving the evidence for processing of the evidence for the presence of DNA. These procedures should also
include the rights of sexual assault victims as set forth in Penal Code section 680.

The OCC also recommends SFPD adopt a procedure to notify sexual assault victims at least every 60 days on case status including
any change in the name and contact information of their investigator, whether a DNA profile of the assailant was obtained from the
testing of the rape kit evidence or other crime scene evidence, whether the DNA profile of the assailant developed from the rape kit
evidence or other crime scene evidence has been entered into SFPD of Justice Data Bank, and whether there is a match between the
DNA profile developed from the rape kit evidence or other crime scene evidence and a DNA profile contained in SFPD of Justice
Convicted Offender DNA Data Base provided that disclosure would not impede or compromise an ongoing investigation.

The OCC also recommends SFPD present an annual written report to the Police Commission about its DNA evidence collection and
testing in sexual assault cases, including its compliance with Penal Code section 680 forensic evidence processing and collection
deadlines.

An officer violated DGO 5.20 when he did
not obtain an interpreter to explain to a LEP
