Special Resolution – Recognition Awards
WHEREAS the Commission believes that it is important to give recognition to such individuals or groups that “go above and beyond the call of duty” in helping San Francisco youth under the Department’s supervision redirect their lives, so that others may know of this outstanding work and be inspired to emulate it;

And WHEREAS the Commission further believes that such recognition cannot be and should not be a routine practice, as this reduces the significance of the actions being recognized; 

THEREFORE, it shall be the policy of the Juvenile Probation Commission to, from time to time, as worthy candidates are brought to its attention, acknowledge the extraordinary work of individuals or groups associated with the work of rehabilitation the youth under the care of the Juvenile Probation Department.

Further, at a regularly scheduled public meeting of the Commission, the Commission will present a Certificate of Commendation to such individual or group with which to memorialize this recognition;

Further, if such action is approved by a quorum of the Commissioners, such Certificate of Commendation may be given in the name of a certain person held in high esteem by the Commission and/or Department for their work with San Francisco youth.
