CHIEF’S ANNOUNCEMENTS AND REVIEW OF RECENT DEPARTMENT EVENTS                                                           
Chief Fong introduced Commissioner Morgan Girardo of the Civil Service Commission.  Commissioner Girardo presented a Certificate of Appreciation from the Civil Service Commission to Sergeant Michael Zurcher of the Backgrounds Investigation Unit.  A police candidate who appeared in front of the Civil Service was being considered to be hired.  Through the diligent backgrounds investigation by Sgt. Zurcher, which included visiting Los Angeles, evidence was discovered that led to the subject’s arrest by LAPD for a 1987 homicide.

Chief Fong reported on several events which took place this past week:

Thursday, the 9th class of officers graduated from the Crisis Intervention Course.  Over 200 officers have been trained so far.

The Chief stated that the Department’s Fiscal Unit are still meeting with the Mayor’s Budget office and that is why she the budget issue is taken off tonight’s calendar.

The Chief met with the visiting group from Tajikistan as part of the Climate of Trust program.  She also met with the City Attorney’s office to discuss the new Civil Service Rules and hopes to have meet and confer meetings soon.

On April 24, 2004, Mayor Newsom held his 2nd Town Hall meeting, which was held in the Visitation District.  The main topic was violence and what the Department plans on doing.

Commander Shinn attended the Veterans for War Ceremony where Officer Kevin Nobel of Ingleside Station was honored by VFW for his community policing in the district.

Chief Fong thanked the Commissioners for their service to the Department and the City of San Francisco.  This is the last meeting for this Commission.  On April 30th, seven new Commissioners will be appointed.
