“I am please to inform you that the Police Commission met in Closed Session this evening and voted unanimously to nominate Assistant Chief Heather Fong for the position of Acting Chief of Police.”

Acting Chief Fong addressed the Commission, thanking Mayor Newsom and the Commission for the confidence being shown in her.  In her address, she pointed to five areas she plans on making changes in:

(1) General policing, starting with Academy Class #207; (2) Discipline; (3) Field Operation, patrol force; (4) Investigation Bureau; and (5) Technology.

Mr. Steve Kawa, Mayor’s Chief of Staff, addressed the Commission stating that on behalf of Mayor Newsom, he wanted to thank the Commission for acting so expeditiously in making such an outstanding recommendation to the Mayor and that the Mayor looks forward to accepting it.

CHIEF’S ANNOUNCEMENTS AND REVIEW OF RECENT DEPARTMENT EVENTS                                                           
Acting Chief Fong introduced Commander Harper from the Airport Bureau.  Commander Harper introduced three officers from the Airport Dignitary Protection Unit: Sergeant Larry Ratti, Officer Larry Higgins, Officer Bob Massola.  Thereafter, U.S. Marshals Federico Racha and McCloud presented the three officers with Plaques of Recognition for jobs well done in dealing with the many dignitaries and other VIPs entering and leaving the San Francisco International Airport.

Deputy Chief Suhr addressed the Commission and stated that over the weekend, there were three homicides.  One victim was a 15-year old.  Chief Suhr stated, as a result of the shooting and other shootings in the City, that he,  Acting Chief Fong, District Attorney Harris, and Supervisor Maxwell attended several community meetings addressing the issue.
