CHIEF’S ANNOUNCEMENTS AND REVIEW OF RECENT DEPARTMENT EVENTS


Acting Chief Fong reported on the activities of the Department during the past week:


On Wednesday, after the Commission meeting, Captains Dillon and Ehrlich met at Northern Station with the community group “San Francisco Together.”  This meeting was sponsored by Supervisor Gonzales and the Fire Department. 


Chief Fong and Captain Bruce, Bayview Station, met with the community group, “R.O.S.E.S.” to discuss department plans in the community.


On Monday, Chief Fong attended the second meeting of the Mayor’s homeless cabinet and on Friday, the Mayor’s 10-year plan on homeless will meet for the first time.


Chief Fong, Deputy Suhr, and Commanders Shinn and Puccinelli met with the Housing Director and are studying a model of community policies in Los Angeles by the Los Angeles Sheriffs Department.


Chief Fong and Captain Corrales, Mission Station, met with an immigrant rights committee to discuss, among other things, the patriot act and how police responses.


Chief Fong, Captain O’Leary, Legal Unit, and the City Attorney met with the independent investigator to discuss their investigation of OCC’s investigation of the November 2002 incident.  Contractual issues were also discussed.


The Chief and Deputy Chief Suhr met with DPW to discuss quality of life issues in the downtown area.


Chief Fong spoke in front of the Board of Supervisors Rules Committee regarding implementing Proposition H and the Police Commission.


Mayor Newsom, along with Chief Fong, Deputy Chief Tabak, Supervisor Maxwell, and Reverend Brown held a press conference to promote monetary awards as incentives for witnesses to come forward and identify suspects in homicides.


Deputy Chief Suhr will chair a committee within the department to review the department’s auto pursuit policy in light of the auto pursuit this week where an innocent woman was struck and killed by a suspect fleeing the police.  The suspect has been arrested for homicide.


Deputy Chief Suhr addressed the Commission and reported on several issues:


Chief Suhr stated that the annual seniority sign up have been completed.  This will ensure that officers are assigned to a time frame, which would allow better patrol in peak times.


He stated that the Tactical Company and the Solo Motorcycle Units are assigned to police channels where they can be readily assigned radio calls for service.


March 19th is the anniversary of the war with Iraq and demonstrations are planned and meetings are taking place with the district attorney to discuss possible arrests and housing of arrestees.


Chief Suhr reported on a homicide that occurred at Ocean Beach yesterday where over 150 people were present but no witnesses have come forward.
