She asked what the mothers can do to assist the Chief with the new Mayor and Supervisors.

Howard Woo commended Captain Puccinelli and stated that the Captain and the officers are doing a good job.

Ray Bozin thanked Captain Puccinelli for a job well done and for his open door policy where you can discuss any problems.

Mr. Rubin spoke about the Sunnyside Conservation, located in the Ingleside District, and asked if the Commission would ask Captain Dillon to add more patrol in the area.

Unidentified spoke about Bayview District and asked for more street lights and additional bike patrols in the area.

Maggie Backie, mother of a homicide victim, spoke in favor of Captain Puccinelli but wanted to make a complaint about an officer being disrespectful.  She made a complaint with OCC Director Allen.
