CHIEF’S ANNOUNCEMENTS AND REVIEW OF RECENT DEPARTMENT EVENTS







Chief Fong informed the Commission that she has met with the district attorney to discuss the backlog in homicide cases.  There are currently 75 backlog homicide cases.  The district attorney is having meetings with the Homicide Unit to discuss which cases should be handled first and ways to get more witnesses to come forward.


Chief Fong, Deputy Chiefs Bruce and Suhr have met with Supervisor Maxwell to discuss gun violence within the city.  The Command Staff have had meetings with Reverend Britch and Reverend Frazier to discuss a curfew law.  They will be working with the city attorney and the district attorney to see what can be done.


The Command Staff have had meetings with the security personnel for Bio-tech.  Conferences are scheduled for June this year.


Chief Bruce reported on two old homicide cases.  He stated that one homicide occurred in 1979 and the other occurred in 1981.  Both suspects are in prison on unrelated charges and have been identified through DNA evidence.  They were scheduled to be paroled this month but now will stand trial for rape and murder.


Deputy Chief Suhr reported on several activities that FOB have been involved in:

· Over the January 14th weekend, several demonstrations occurred, two involved labor issues with Safeway Stores at the Marina and 30th Street Mission Safeway Store.

· The full imployment of the bean bag shot gun to the whole patrol force

· Change the starting time of the day watch to 7:00 a.m. hoping this will insure more officers in the afternoon hours

· A gang fight at J. O’Conner school where one student was stabbed

· Also, at Mission High School, a student with a gun in his backpack had the gun accidentally discharge

· Are re-evaluating the performance evaluation program to help evaluate officers’ performance

OCC DIRECTOR’S REPORT RE:  STAFFING AND BUDGET AND SUMMARY OF RECENT EVENTS


 


Mr. Kevin Allen, OCC Director, reported on two issues:  First, his office, like the police department, is reevaluating their performance evaluation process with the hope of improving performance.  Also, he has met with Deputy Chief Pengel, city attorneys from San Mateo and San Francisco, along with the sheriff and police department of San Mateo to discuss documents release protocol.  Because the Airport is not in the City and County of San Francisco, certain documents are not kept with the airport police but rather with the city of San Mateo.  Problems are being worked out and he hopes that a policy will be completed soon.
