CHIEF’S ANNOUNCEMENTS AND REVIEW OF RECENT DEPARTMENT EVENTS                                                            
Chief Fagan congratulated the newly elected President and Vice President, Commissioners Perry and Quaranta.

Chief Fagan stated that the Police Department had their annual walk with SAFE in Chinatown and Clement Street to begin the Chinese New Year’s celebration.

Chief Fagan also reported that, over the weekend, he attended a crime summit in Los Angeles sponsored by the FBI .  The focus was juvenile gang violence.  He stated that the summit received a lot of media attention and that Senator Feinstein is considering legislation on the issue of gang violence.

OCC DIRECTOR’S REPORT RE: STAFFING AND BUDGET AND SUMMARY OF RECENT EVENTS                                                          
Mr. Kevin Allen, OCC Director, congratulated the newly elected President and Vice President, Commissioners Perry and Quaranta.

Director Allen stated that Chief Investigating Officer Donna Medley has been meeting with Deputy Chief Bruce and working on ways to speed up the investigation process on minor or less serious complaints.  He also reported that part of the investigator’s responsibility is to go on ride-along with the station officer to get a first hand view of what officers face day-to-day.  He stated that he will be going on a ride-along on Thursday with an officer from Central Station.

Commissioner Friday asked how many investigators does OCC have and if the unit has full staffing?  Director Allen stated that the City has a formula that for every 150 officers, the OCC must have one investigator.  At present, the OCC is at full staff with 15 investigators, three senior investigators, and one chief investigator.

PUBLIC COMMENTS 

Eddie Iglesias spoke regarding an OCC complaint he has filed regarding officers putting a device in him surgically and the OCC does not want to follow-up on the case.

Thereafter, the meeting was adjourned at 5:50 p.m.
