POLICE COMMISSION ANNOUNCEMENTS

a. Motion of Calendaring of New Items

Commissioner Perry stated that there will be no Police Commission meeting on March 31, 2004 and that the district meeting scheduled for April 28th will take place at the Hall of Justice and not at Tenderloin Station.

CHIEF’S ANNOUNCEMENTS AND REVIEW OF RECENT DEPARTMENT EVENTS







Chief Fong introduced Deputy Chief Tabak, Investigation, who presented several Chief of Police Commendations to several citizens for jobs well done:

1. Ms. Arnetta Brown (who was not present).  On January 15th, Ms. Brown was attacked while returning from the grocery store.  The young assailant attempted to snatch her purse as she struggled to open the front door to her residence.  Ms. Brown, 58 years old, fought back, overcame the would-be thief and administered a punishing beating to this young man.  Ms. Brown then took time to counsel the suspect and advised him to get a job and to stop using drugs so he wouldn’t have to rob people. 

2. Mr. David Wong (who was present) was robbed on January 26th seconds after using an ATM.  A suspect who was physically much larger than Mr. Wong grabbed the money from his hand and threw him forcibly to the ground.  Mr. Wong got to his feet, chased down the suspect, wrestled him to the ground, and held him there in a headlock until police arrived.

3. Ms. Pamela Burdak (not present) saw a male exiting her friend’s premises carrying a black bag she recognized as hers.  She followed and confronted the subject.  The subject dropped the bag and fled with Ms. Burdak in hot pursuit.  Three citizens saw the chase and heard the shouts for help.  Mr. Nick Falus (not present), Mr. Rich Jensen and Mr. Ivan Velazquez joined the chase and wrestled the subject to the ground until the police arrived.  They were presented with a Chief’s Commendation for their willingness to get involved.

Deputy Chief Parra, Administration, addressed the Commission and stated that the Administration Bureau is working closely with the Patrol Division to provide supplies for the planned anti-war demonstrations this Friday and Saturday, March 19th and 20th.


Sergeant Joe Zamagni updated the Commission on the Department’s pursuit driving policy and the training provided and how often the training is given and how they are reviewing the pursuit driving policy.


Chief Fong reported on the department’s activities this week:

1. Thursday, she, along with the SRO Program and AAA, attended the Chief’s Day at the movies where students from George Washington High School, Lincoln High School, Lowell High, and St. Peters viewed a movie and taken to a driving course in Mission Bay to show the students the importance of paying attention while driving.

2. Chief Fong and Captain Tacchini went to an elementary school where all the children were fingerprinted and given a dictionary in what is called the Dictionary Project.

3. Chief Fong met with Sgt. Dunnigan and Lt. Johnson and citizens from the Bayview and Ingleside Districts in the program called C.L.O.U.T. where citizens are trained to respond during certain types of disturbance to attempt to solve the problem.  Training will begin in April.

4. On Monday, Chief Fong attended the Mayor’s Public Safety Department Head Meeting.  Chief Fong stated that it was very informative and allowed the Police Department to brief the other departments of the plans for the upcoming planned demonstrations.

Ms. Jean Field, for Director Allen, stated that OCC investigators attended training, provided by the Police Department, regarding the upcoming demonstrations.  She stated that OCC will be monitoring the demos.
