Motion of Calendaring of New Items
Commissioner Friday congratulated Chief Fong and her newly appointed command staff and stated that he was not present at the meeting when the command staff was introduced.

Commissioner Friday also commented on an article in the newspaper where Bay Area Police Watch made negative comments about the new command staff.  Commissioner Friday stated that it is one thing that the Bay Area Police Watch every Wednesday come to the Police Commission to get press time and to insult the department, but he felt that it was an insult to complain about the command staff before it even began to take office.  Commissioner Friday stated that the Police Department had had its trouble in the past two years but it is one of the best police department in America and should be given a hand.

Commissioner Perry also congratulated the command staff because she was also absent at last week’s meeting.

CHIEF’S ANNOUNCEMENTS AND REVIEW OF RECENT DEPARTMENT EVENTS                                                            


Acting Chief Fong addressed the Commission on the activities of the department this past week:

Saturday, February 28th, Chief Fong, Command Puccinelli, and Captain Corrales attended a town hall meeting in District 8 at James Lick Middle School to discuss problems within the community.  Every city departments participated.

Also on that day, the Chief attended a safety fair at Ceasar Chavez School.  SFPD, CHP, and the Sheriffs Department attended the event.

Commander Puccinelli and Captain Tacchini attended a town hall meeting in District 3, sponsored by Supervisor Peskin.  The main topic of discussion was the Broadway Area nightlife activities.

Chief Fong stated that 13 Captains were reassigned to different duties.  Chief Fong also met with the Civil Service to discuss testing, banding, and certification.

Chief Fong reported on a knife-wielding man that was subdued by using the extended range impact weapon and taken into custody.

Chief Fong and Deputy Chiefs Suhr and Tabak met with citizens group regarding concerns with how the police respond to and prosecute prostitution cases. 

Chief Fong also met with the Adult Probation Department to discuss ways on how the Adult Probation Department can keep in contact with people who are on probation.

Chief Fong announced that Officer Brophy, Richmond Station School Car, was chosen as the Rotary Officer of the Year.

Commander Shinn went with the Mayor on a walk on Market Street to see first hand what the city is doing to keep the area clean.

Deputy Chief Suhr has been working with the Mayor’s office on an event called “March Gladness,” which involves youth, sports, and having a safe clean place to participate in.

Deputy Chief Tabak, Investigations Bureau, updated the Commission on activities of the Homicide Unit.  The unit will increase to 18 investigators which will allow investigators more time to investigate open cases.

Sergeant Ali reported on a shooting that occurred in the Sunnydale Area where the victim was not cooperating and the next day he was shot by the same suspect who was identified and arrested.

Inspector Gardner reported on a bank robbery that involved two females.  With the help of the FBI, the suspects were identified and arrested.

Inspector Leonard Broberg reported on shootings that occurred two times involving the same suspects and witnesses.  One of the two suspects is in custody and the witnesses/victims were moved and relocated.
