7. Support investment of FY 2022 TDA funds for the Central Embarcadero Safety Project (Resolution) -
The Central Embarcadero Safety Project is within the Board adopted SFMTA Capital Improvement Program. The Central Embarcadero Safety Project (Bryant Street to Broadway) is a follow-up to the Central Embarcadero Quick Build (Mission to Broadway) that will focus on expanding the bikeway south to Bryant Street, improving and shortening pedestrian crossings, and including traffic signal and wayfinding upgrades. The project will start in the fall of 2021, with detailed design to be completed by December 2022. The construction phase is anticipated to begin in August 2023.
8. Continuation of Safety Improvements to “The Hairball” (Discussion) Kisai Henriquez & Paul Wells -
The intersection of Freeway 101, the entrance and exit ramps that connect the overpass at Caesar Chavez, known as “The Hairball,” is an important East/West connection of the bicycle path network, as well as North/South from Potrero Ave to Bayshore Blvd. and a necessary link for residents in all modes of transportation. The interchange is between Potrero Hill and Bernal Heights, and the main/ideal bike way for bicyclists to transverse from the Mission (District 9) between these hills to Chavez to Evans St and 3rd Street with Dogpatch to the South, Bayview to the North and Hunters Point to the East, where the SFMTA is currently conducting quick builds, slow streets and other improvements for the safety of cyclists and pedestrians in the area (District 10). The San Francisco Bicycle Advisory Committee urges our Board of Supervisors to advise the City to take a leadership position with respect to coordinating action between the various overlapping jurisdictions (SFPW, SFMTA, CALTRANS, & PG&E) to address the issues of restarting the paused work on the Eastbound Chavez path, the restoration of the long dark interchange lights, and accelerating the timetable for the completion of improvements to the entire interchange area.
