Preliminary Public Benefits Program –the program will outline the funding and implementation strategy as well as prioritize the community needs in order to meet the objectives and policies over the 20-year life of the Plan.
2. The Public Benefits Package– Discussions with the community and a Public Benefits Needs Assessment resulted in an estimate of future needs in the Area, summarized below:

· Open space, parks and recreational facilities – need space for murals, for festivals and carnival center. Need active spaces, places for youth, etc
· Education – support programs related to schools
· Library facilities – additional material and supplies for existing libraries
· Community services – additional police officers and new arts and cultural facilities. The community expressed a need for a community facility for day laborers, educational and vocational centers, consider turning the old theaters into community spaces, etc
· Child care – a need for childcare spaces for projected resident increases, need childcare near job training/vocational centers
· Neighborhood serving retail & Services – encourage affordable neighborhood-serving retail, promote family-oriented businesses, consider a craft-hall market
· Transit, streets, pedestrian and bicycle improvements – street trees and amenities on many streets (16th, 17th, 20th, 24th), more lighting on 24th, improve Cesar Chavez, etc

Zoning Controls – Zoning controls designate permitted uses of land (or permitting and restricting the location and use of parcels for different purposes such as residential, industrial, commercial) based on mapped zones. The zoning code (or Planning code) defines the uses for land and then states which uses are either: permitted as of right (P); not permitted (NP); or permitted by discretion (conditional use [CU] or variance) in each of the zones. Though the City does not have the power directly to create new housing, offices or shops, it uses zoning to establish rules to direct the private sector’s development activities.
