1.  Review the draft minutes of July 12, 2018 (discussion and action)

The draft minutes for July 12, 2018 were passed unanimously. 
2. Staff Report
a.  Safe Injection Sites Tour 
Geoffrea told the group about her tour of the safe injection site exhibit at Glide Memorial.  She reported back to the group on how the safe injection site would operate if Governor Brown approved the pilot program.
b.  Confirmed List of Subcommittee Members
Geoffrea provided copies of the newly confirmed subcommittee members for both the policy and direct services subcommittees.

c.  Amended Subcommittee Rules  

Geoffrea provided copies of the newly approved subcommittee rules. 

d.  BOS Appointed Reentry Council Seats – Recruitment Update
Geoffrea informed the group that nine individuals were vying for the four open seats. She stated the Board of Supervisors’ Rules Committee would be hearing all of the interested candidates for the Reentry Council on Wednesday, September 19, 2018 in room 263 at City Hall. 
e.  Mayoral Appointed Reentry Council Seats - Recruitment Update
Geoffrea informed the group that there were two vacant Mayoral appointed Reentry Council seats. She stated recruitment for these seats would begin after the Board of Supervisors appointed seats were filled. 

f.  Retreat Dates and Topics 

Geoffrea informed the group that both subcommittees would be having a joint Retreat in November or December and that she would be sending out some potential dates for people to vote on.

g.  Reentry Council Budget 

Geoffrea informed the group that the Reentry Council and its subcommittees would not have a budget allotted for this year.

h. 2018 Legislation on the Governor’s Desk
Geoffrea informed the group that Reentry Council had endorsed seven bills and that three of the bills had survived. The three bills were Ab 2138, SB 906, and SB 1393. She stated these bills were sitting on the governor’s desk to be sign. 
i.  Reentry Council Budget

j. Getting Out and Staying Out Guide updates

Geoffrea asked Destiny Pletsch, Adult Probation’s Reentry Services Coordinator, to provide updates on the Reentry Council’s Getting Out and Staying Out Guide. Destiny stated the 2019 edition was almost complete. She also stated October 31, 2018 was the deadline for all submission.  

3. Report-backs from the five Workgroup committees:

a. Reentry Dinner/ Reentry Conference 

Ernest provided feedback on September 7, 2018 conference held at St. Mary’s Cathedral. Ernest also provided context about the Reentry Dinner. 
b. Reentry Navigation

Victoria spoke about the Reentry Navigation Working group. David also provided a letter written to him by John Smith, an inmate in Solano Prison, who is slated to parole in December to San Francisco County. The letter spoke about the assistance he would need once released. 

c. Alternative to Incarceration (programming credits)-
Demarris Evans the chair of the Alternative to Incarceration working group was absent and her proxy, Hadi Razzaq, did not have any additional information regarding this work group.

d. Stop the Violence in the Tenderloin
Majeid Crawford was not present at the meeting to provide any updates on the second Stop the Violence in the Tenderloin event. 

e. Breadwinners/ Toastmasters
Ernest spoke about the Breadwinners program occurring San Francisco’s County jail, B pod, and how impactful the public speaking classes were helping the incarcerated women.

f. Justice Involved Homeless Transitional Age Youth Group
In Andres Salas absent, Geoffrea spoke about this workgroup and how she and Andres were presently surveying Adult Probation Department’s Transitional Aged Youth division to see if there had been a rise in homelessness regarding TAY probationers.
