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[Funding University of California Outreach Programs]

Resolution urging the San Francisco Board of Supervisors to Urge the California State Legislature to Continue to Fund University of California Outreach Programs to High School Students in San Francisco and Statewide

Whereas, University of California (UC) outreach programs serve over 130,000 disadvantage middle and high school students in California; and

Whereas, UC outreach programs such as UC Berkeley’s Early Academic Outreach Program (EAOP) serves over 500 San Francisco students in 3 high schools (Mission, Thurgood Marshall, and Phillip Burton); and

Whereas, UC San Francisco EAOP, serves 800 seniors in 4 San Francisco high schools, including 2 of the lowest performing schools (John O’Connell and International Studies Academy); and

Whereas, Other UC outreach programs such as UC College Prep also serve San Francisco high schools that either have an API score of 1 to 5, orhave over 50% of its student body receiving free or reduce lunch, or have a less than 20% of its students entering the UC system, (Balboa, Missions, John O’Connell, and previously MacAteer), providing them with programs to build a strong Advance Placement courses infrastructure; and 

Whereas, These outreach programs offer free summer sessions on UC campuses to high school students, free SAT preparatory courses, free concurrent enrollment in community colleges for high school seniors, free advice and counseling to students applying for college; and 

Whereas, UC outreach programs’ participants have a high school exit exam passing rate of 90% compared to 60% statewide; and

Whereas, More than 90% of UC Berkeley’s EAOP students enroll in college immediately after graduation; and

Whereas, 40% of UC Berkeley’s EAOP students are UC-eligible at graduation (vs. 12.5% statewide), and

Whereas, All UC outreach programs have already suffered a 50% budget cut for fiscal year 2003-2004; and 

Whereas, Cutting UC outreach programs permanently will affect students from the poorest-performing California and San Francisco schools because more than 60% of the schools that UC Outreach operates in are 40% of the lowest Academic Performance Index (API) scoring schools; and

Whereas, Cutting UC outreach programs will affect students from low-incomes families; and

Whereas, Cutting UC outreach programs will affect students who would have been the first in their family to attend college; and

Whereas, Cutting UC outreach programs will affect students from groups historically underrepresented in higher education because 47% of Latino students and 36% of African American students entering UC Campuses relied on UC outreach programs; and

WHEREAS, It has been proven that a college/university education increases a person’s chance of finding a better job and contributing back to the economy after graduation; now, therefore be it 

RESOLVED, That the San Francisco Youth Commission urges San Francisco Board of Supervisors to urge the California State Legislature to continue to fund University of California Outreach Programs to high school students in San Francisco and statewide
