WHEREAS, Since the creation of the 1998 National Youth Anti-Drug Media Campaign, there has been a declining number of cases involving youth related drug and substance abuse; now, therefore, be it
RESOLved, That the San Francisco Youth Commission commends the efforts of the Office for National Drug Control Policy and its National Youth Anti-Drug Media Campaign to combat drug and substance abuse problems affecting youth; and be it,

FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Youth Commission provides its utmost support to the National Youth Anti-Drug Media Campaign; and be it,
