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[MANDATING A POLICE CRISIS INTERVENTION TRAINING FOR SFPD OFFICERS.]

RESOLUTION URGING THE SAN FRANCISCO BOARD OF SUPERVISORS, THE POLICE COMMISSION, AND THE SAN FRANCISCO POLICE DEPARTMENT (“SFPD”) TO MANDATE A POLICE CRISIS INTERVENTION TRAINING FOR SFPD OFFICERS.

WHEREAS, San Francisco has the highest 5150 rate in the state; and,

WHEREAS, Individuals with mental illness are more likely to be victims of violence, rather than perpetrators of violence; and,
WHEREAS, Persons with psychiatric conditions are not more likely than others to commit violence; and, 

WHEREAS, According to the SFPD, one in four calls to the SFPD are responses to individuals in psychiatric crisis, or individuals “acting with bizarre behavior”; and, 

WHEREAS, There is an existing effective curriculum for this training, but there is not sufficient funding available to provide the training as frequently as is necessary in order to train an adequate number of officers; now, therefore, be it
RESOLved, That the San Francisco Youth Commission urges the San Francisco Board of Supervisors, the Police Commission, and the SFPD to make sure that in two years, 25% of San Francisco Police Officers complete this training; and be it,

FURTHER RESOLVED, That within one year at least four to five officers, per shift, per station, must complete this training; and be it,

FURTHER RESOLVED, That this training be maintained at current quality levels until which time all police officers are trained.
