[Promotion of Voter Participation in Public Universities] 

RESOLUTION URGING THE SAN FRANCISCO BOARD OF SUPERVISORS TO MANDATE THE DEPARTMENT OF ELECTIONS TO PLACE VOTING PRECINCTS ON ALL PUBLIC UNIVERSITIES WITHIN THE LIMITS OF THE CITY AND COUNTY OF SAN FRANCISCO IN PREPARATION FOR THE MARCH 2004 ELECTIONS AND FOR ALL ELECTIONS THEREAFTER.

Whereas, The ability to vote is the basis on which our system of government is founded upon, and thus it is essential for all citizens to have a clear understanding of how they are to exercise their right to vote; and,

Whereas, In the 2000 election, Californian youths aged 18-25 had a voter turnout rate that was 26% less that the voter turnout rate of older citizens; and,

Whereas, University Students are often too busy to find out or unsure on how to locate their precinct, or may not have the time to travel off campus during a busy weekday to vote; now, therefore be it

ResolveD, That the San Francisco Youth Commission urges the San Francisco Board of Supervisors to mandate the Department of Elections to place voting precincts on all public universities within the limits of the City and County of San Francisco in preparation for the March 2004 elections and for all elections thereafter.
